• JPG—A graphic format ideal for complex pic-
tures or photographs. Each document page 
becomes a separate JPG image. (Color scan-
ners only.)

• TIFF—A file format for bitmapped images; 
simulates grayscale shading. Each document 
page becomes a separate TIFF image.

• Multi-Page TIFF—TIFF file output in which 
all pages of a document are scanned into a 
single file.

Manual Input Size: If you scan a document from 
the platen glass rather than the document feeder, 
you can specify a particular scan size. This enables 
you to scan only a specific portion of a document 
page. 

All scanned documents are saved to a temporary 
storage directory on the PC. By default, they are 
also copied to My Documents and then deleted 
from the temporary storage directory.

Resolution: The resolution setting affects the 
amount of detail reproduced on scanned images. 

Resolution is measured in dots per inch (dpi). 
Therefore, a 600 dpi setting renders images using 
600 dots (pixels) per every inch of the image 
Lower resolutions depict less detail.
