1.1  About TWAIN Source

6030/6050 Wide Format TWAIN (hereafter referred to as Wide Format TWAIN)
provides image document scanning function by using 6030/6050 Wide Format Copier/
Printer and DocuScan 1200w with a host computer. The supported operating systems are
Microsoft Windows 2000, Microsoft Windows XP and Microsoft Windows 98.

Basic functions required for wide size image scanning are available by Windows user

interface operation.

To use Wide Format TWAIN, Scanner firmware version must be 1.0.0 or later version.
The firmware version can be confirmed by Wide Format TWAIN version information. If
the version is before 1.0.0, call for your Service Representative.

B Before installation
Please follow the instructions below for installation.

(D - For software upgrade, prior to installing the latest version software
uninstall any previous version of the software. Wide Format TWAIN new
version setup program creates new a file and does not overwrite the
previous version file. Because of this, the new version software may be
installed incorrectly if the previous version has not been uninstalled.

» Wide Scanner TWAIN Source is a different product, and not the previous
version software. TWAIN Source and Wide Format TWAIN can be
installed in the same PC.

<CD for Setup>

The setup program for installing the program required to execute scanning application
and Wide Format TWAIN software for processing data between 6030/6050 Wide Format
Copier/Printer and host computer is located on a CD.

The program will be saved on the hard disk of the host computer, following the setup
program. Therefore, you do not need to confirm the contents of the floppy disk.

B How to install
Use Setup program from the CD to install Wide Format TWAIN software to a host
computer.

1t is required to login as an administrator to install Wide Format TWAIN on Windows
2000. For Windows XP, it is required to login as an administrative user of a computer.

This section describes the functions available with Wide Format TWAIN.



3.1

Available scanning function

The scanning software requires an imaging applications (Photoshop, Corel, Windows
Paint). Start the imaging application and select Scanner or TWAIN (usually located
under the File pull down menu).

B Image scan

After setting required scanning options by using dialog box and press [Scan Start], Wide
Format TWAIN will scan the image, and the image data will be stored in the memory.

B Operation mode

Scanning modes for DocuScan 1200w and 6030/6050 Wide Format Copier/Printer can
be defined in Operation mode. DocuScan 1200w operates in [Scan mode] only, and
6030/6050 Wide Format Copier/Printer operates in either of [Scan mode] or [Scan &
Copy mode].

B Scan mode
Scan mode performs scanning of a document only. Document size is judged by the
following four ways.

* Save
You can save the custom scanning parameter by clicking [Save] button. If you want to

Error and Warning messages

This chapter describes the causes and solutions for error and warning messages
displayed during Wide Format TWAIN operation.

B Wide Format TWAIN Error Messages
If an error occurs with host computer or scanner while scanning, Wide Format TWAIN
software displays an error message in a dialog box to inform the user. The messages and

their meanings are as follows.

<Scanner is being initialized or abnormal.>

Cause Scanner is being initialized or abnormal.

Solution Re-start the operation after modifying scanner.

<Check printer section.>

Cause Media jam occurred or printer is warming up.

Solution Re-start the operation when printer is ready.

<Failed to scan document.>

Cause In standard size auto detect/synchronized mode, document
exceeding the specified maximum resolution has been
inserted.

Solution Set the resolution within the maximum value and re-start
operation.

<Document being jammed or scanner cover is open. Continue scanning?>

Cause Scanner cover is open, or document has been jammed.

Solution Close scanner cover, or remove jammed document and re-
start operation.

<Document is too long. Failed to scan completely.>

Cause Document is too long.

Solution Use shorter document.
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<Hardware error has occurred.>

Cause Fatal hardware error has occurred for unknown reasons.

Solution

<Cannot change operation mode. Pull out original and click [OK]. >

Cause User tried to change operation mode while it is unavailable.

Solution Change operation mode after 30 seconds.

<Cannot change operation mode. Pull out original and click [OK]. >

Cause User tried to change operation mode while document is
jammed and operation mode cannot be changed.

Solution Remove jammed document and press [OK].

<Cannot use scanner. Check SCSI connection and Scanner control panel display.>

Cause No device available.

Solution Connect available device.

<Power-off or reset has occurred.>

Cause Power-off or reset has occurred.

Solution

<Document size including specified offset is beyond allowable setting range.

Change offset, document size, or resolution.>

Cause The combination of offset, document size, resolution value is
inappropriate.
Solution Change specified value.

<Cannot read document with specified resolution.>

Cause Resolution specified in standard size custom specification
mode cannot be used for scanning the specified document.

Solution Change resolution value or document size.
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<Read size is too large. Failed to scan completely. Add memory or hard disk to device.>

Cause Device memory is insufficient to read the document.

Solution Add memory to device.

<Failed to save settings.>

Cause User has entered out-of-range value in any of parameters.

Solution Confirm parameter value and set them within the range.

<Cannot set specified resolution.>

Cause User has specified out-of-range value for resolution.

Solution Specify the value within the range.

<Cannot set specified frame erase range. Set value in the range of 0 to 50mm.>

Cause Specified value is out or range.

Solution Specify value within the range.

<Cannot set specified Custom Size. Specify width up to 914mm, length
up to 15,000mm.>

Cause User has specified out-of-range value in Custom Size.

Solution Specify value within the range.

<Cannot set specified timer value. Specify value in the range of 1 to 120.>

Cause User has specified out-of-range value in Timer check.

Solution Specify value within the range.

<Cannot set specified Threshold value. Specify value from 1 to 255. >

Cause User has specified out-of-range value in Threshold.

Solution Specify value within the range.
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<Insufficient free disk space. Cannot create temporary file for saving image data.>

Cause Cannot use sufficient space in disk to save temporary image
data.
Solution Increase free space in disk.

<Failed to control device.>

Cause Error has occurred while operating SCSI command.

Solution Check device if it is correctly operated.

<Cannot create temporary file for saving image data.>

Cause Cannot create TIFF file.

Solution Check free space in disk. If insufficient, increase free space.

<Failed to acquire image data.>

Cause Image file cannot be created because of insufficient memory.

Solution If operating other application, exit the application.
